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When the children reach this age,
they undergo a new examination
testing their individual abilities
and tendencies. They are found
to be fit to become: Rabbis,
Shochtim, teachers, Book-keepers,
clerks, and others as electricians,
diamond cutters, mechanics, tail~
ors ete.

Each orphan is thereupon taught
the trade of hig ability.
